
Rules& Requlations for Prevention and Prohibition of Ragging

The All India Council For Technical Education (AICTE), New Delhi vide its
Notification no. 37-3/Legal/AlCTE/2009 dated 25-03-2009 has taken a very serious
view of ragging incidences in educational institutions and on Directions of the
Hon'ble Supreme Court of India vide its Order dated 16.5.2007 has ordered strict
implementation of following rules & regulations for Prevention and prohibition of
Ragging in technical Institutions.

Various Types of Ragging

The Hon'ble Supreme Court has, inter-alia, mentioned the following types of ragging

Ragging has several aspects with, among others, psychological, social
political, economic, cultural, and academic dimensions.

1.

Any act that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular academic activity of a

student should be considered with in the academics related aspect of

ragging: similarly, exploiting the services of a junior student for completing

the academic tasks assigned to an individual or a group of seniors is also an

aspect of academics related ragging prevalent in many institutions
particularly in the technical institutions.

Any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a junior

student by senior students should be considered an aspect of ragging for

ragging economic dimensions.

4. Any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse,

homosexual assaults, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestured,

causing bodily harm or any other danger to health or person can be put in

the category of ragging with criminal dimensions.

Any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, snail-mails, blogs. public insults

should be considered with in the psychological aspects of ragging. This

aspect would also include deriving perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadistic
thrill from actively or passively participating in the discomfiture to others; the

absence of preparing 'freshers in the run up to their admission to higher

education and life in hostels also can be ascribed as a psychological aspect

of ragging coping skills in interaction with seniors or strangers can be

imparted by parents as well. Any act that affects the mental health and self

confidence of students also can be described in terms of the psychological
aspects of ragging.
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6. The human rights perspective of ragging involves the injury caused to the6.
fundamental right to human dignity through humiliation heaped on junior
students by seniors: often resulting in the extreme step of suicide by the
Victims.
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Doponding upon tho nature and gravity of the offence as established by the

Anti-Ragging Connittoe of the institution, the possible punishnents for

thoso found guilty of ragging at the institution level shall be any one or any

combination of the following.

(xi) Collective punishment: when the persons committing or abetting

the crime of ragging are not identified, the institution shall resort to

collective punishment as a deterrent to ensure community pressure

on the potential raggers.

4. The institutional authority shall intimate the incidents of ragging occurred in

their premises along with actions taken to the Council immediately after

occurrence of such incident and inform the status of the case from time to

time.

Courts should make an effort to ensure that cases involving ragging are taken
up on priority basis to send the correct message that ragging is not only to be
discouraged but also to be dealt with sternness.

Ragging: Prohibition, Prevention and Punishment

The University Grants Commission vide its letter no F.1-16/2007 (CPP-II) dated June 17,

2009 has reiterated the ban on ragging of students in Institutions of Higher Learning. The students

are therefore directed to strictly desist from any kind of ragging.

Forms of Ragging:

Display of noisy, disorderly conduct, teasing, excitement by rough or rude treatment or

handling, including rowdy, undisciplined activities which cause or likely to cause annoyance,

undue hardship, physical or psychological harm or raise apprehensive fear in a fresher, or asking

the students to do any act or perform something which such a student will not do in the ordinary

course and which causes him/her shame or embarrassment or danger to his/her life, etc.

Punishment for Participation in/or Abetment of Ragging:

1. Cancellation of admission.

2. Suspension from attending classes.

3. Withholding/withdrawing scholarship/fellowship and other benefits.

A Debarring from appearing in any tes/examination or other evaluation process.

Debarring from representing the institution in any national or international meet,

tournament, youth festival, etc.

Suspension/expulsion from the hostel.

8. Rustication from the institution for periods varying from 1 to 4 semesters or

equivalent period.

Clause-3 What constitutes Ragging: -
Ragging constitutes one or any of the follows acts

Any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken or written or by an act which
has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness a fresher or any other student.
Indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities by any student or students which causes or is likely
to cause annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehernsion
thereof in any fresher or any other student;
Asking any student to do any act which such student will not in the ordinary course do and which
has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame, or torment or embarrassment so as to
adversely affect the physique or psyche of such fresher or any other student.
Any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular academic activity of any
other student or a fresher;
Exploiting the services of a fresher or any other student for completing the academic tasks assigned
to an individual or a group of students.
Any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a fresher or any other student
by students;
Any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse, homosexual assaults, stripping

forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures, causing bodily harm or any other danger to health or

person;
Any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, post, public insults which would also include deriving

perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadistic thrill from actively or passively participating in the

discomfiture to fresher or any other student;
Any act that affects the mental health and self-confidence of a fresher or any other student.

Clause-7 Action to be taken by the Head ofthe institution:
On receipt of the recommendation of the Anti Ragging Squad or on receipt of any information

concerning any reported incident of ragging, the Head of Institution shall immediately determine if

a case under the penal laws is made and if so, either on his own or through a member of the Anti-

Ragging Committee authorized by him in this behalf, proceed to file a First Information Report

(FIR), within twenty four hours of receipt of such information or recommendation, with the police

and local authorities, under the appropriate penal provisions relating to one or more of the

following, namely;

Abetment to ragging;
Criminal conspiracy to rag;

Unlawful assembly and rioting while ragging;

Public nuisance created during ragging;
Violation of decency and morals through ragging
Injury to body, causing hurt or grievous hurt;

Wrongful restraint;
Wrongful confinement;
Use of criminal force;
Assault as well as sexual offences or unnatural offences;
Extortion;
Criminal trespass;
Offences against property;
Criminal intimidation;

(1) These regulations may be called "Curbing the menace of Ragging in Higher Educational
Institutions (third amendment), Regulations, 2016."

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publications in the Official Gazette.

2. In UGC Regulations on Curbing the menace of Ragging in Higher Educational Institutions,

2009 (herein-after referred to as the Principal regulations), in Para 3 the following shall be

added after 3(i) under heading what constitutes Ragging

Any act of physical or mental abuse (including bullying and exclusion) targeted

at another student (fresher or otherwise) on the ground of colour, race, religion,

caste, ethnicity, gender (including transgender), sexual orientation, appearance,

nationality, regional origins, linguistic identity, place of birth, place of residence

or economic background.

You are requested to step up anti-ragging mechanism by way of adequate publicity through various

mediums; constitution of anti-ragging committee and anti raggng squad, setting up ot Anti Ragging

Cell, installing CCTV cameras at vital points, Anti- Ragging Workshops, updating all websites with

nodal officers complete details, alarm bells etc. Regular interaction and counseling with the students,

identifcation of trouble-triggers and mention of Anti-ragging waming in the institution's prospectus

and information booklets/brochures shall be ensured. Surprise inspection of hostels, students

accommodation, canteens, rest cum recrcational rooms, toilets, bus-stands and any other measure

which would augur ivell in preventing/quelling ragging and any uncalled for behavior/incident shall

be undertaken.

The meeting commenced with a welcome note by Joint Secretary (HE), Ministry of

Education. JS (HE) addressed the members about the importance, constitution and

mandate of the conmittee i.e. the main attention of the Committee shalli be to focus

on the evils of ragging, the modalities how these çan be prevented and what stern

action can be taken against the persons indulging in ragging. It shall also be

suggested as to what action can be taken against the educational institutions where

such ragging takes place and the authorities of such institutions. It shall be open to

the Committee to appoint such persons, as deemed proper, to effectively deliberate

on the measures to prevent anti ragging activities at the outset. Best practices of the

States may also be shared with the Committee. These practices after consideration

may be disseminated to other States/HEls.

JS(HE) requested all the members to give suggestion as to how to implement effective

measure against the people who are involved in ragging and requested Chairman of

the committee to deliberate upon agenda points to discuss that how committee can

suggest effective measures to stop ragging activities.

On behalf of UGC, Secretary, UGC welcomed Chairman of the committee and all other

members of the committee. He informed the committee that UGC is playing a key role

to implement of anti-ragging regulation to curb the menace of ragging in higher

educational institutions. UGC is taking all initiatives by way of guiding all universities

about how to create an atmosphere where student can interact in harmonioUs manner

so that we can minimize the incidents of ragging. Secretary, UGC informed the

committee that UGC sends advisory time to time to all higher educational institutions

for curbing the menace of ragging. He also informed the committee that UGC has



developed a 24x7 anti ragging helpline, an
anti-ragging call centre, a mobiie

application, along wilh monitoring agency and with the help of these UGC tries to

resolve the matters of ragging to maximum possible extent in a time bound
manner.

NOW With the able guidance of this committee, we shall be able to move lurther in

creating better environment for students in our educational institutions and creating

better
measures so that the ragging incidents can be prevenled.

Kachroo what is the criteria to check

whether case is mild or severe.

Dr. Manoj Khanna enquired about the reason behind the cases pending from long

time. He suggested to constitute an ICC like committee in all higher educational

institutions for ragging also. He stressed the need to sensitize students at school level.

There should be regular workshop for ragging similar to lCC for sexual harassment.

Cases in some states like UP are very high, that needs lo be looked carefully and

should try to reduce these cases.

Submission bySh.V. Chandar,SannidhiStreet,TamilNadu

The reported cases on ragging in the southern universities have come down

Substantially in the last decade, thanks to the severe measures adopted by all the

authorities after quite a few ragging related murders in the previous periods. Same is

the case in a few other states also.



The full details of such best practices which have given proven results have now to be

shared to the needy States like UP and Bihar where more cases of ragging are stil

being reported. The scope of this committee necds to be widened from mere anti

ragging (which has a limited connotation) to make it a widely encompassing poSiive

body that can address the urgent necds of the behavioural enhancement qualities ol

youth. Youth related social issues such as eve teasing, youth disobedience and

Indiscipline, crime against women, campus unrest etc. have to be viewed in a holistiC

View ior Surmounting with a clarity on their fundamental root causes. There is dire need

to closely observe and monitor the psychological and mental makeup of the youth in

their tormative early teen age itself. As proactive and preventive measure, schoo

syllabuses need to be widened broadly from the class tenth onwards and Behavioura

Enhancement Counselling Sessions need to be provided to them lo groom their

mental make-up in the positive directioris. The identified black sheeps in each class

nave to be given closer correctional attentions. Educational syllabus for leachers need

to be revised to include enriched contents that enable and empower them for boosting

their
for motivation, Concentration, empathy.

behavioural counselling skills

respect, care and concern for fellow students especially of the other gender elc. A su

committee can be created to dwell deep into each of the above points and give more

specific practical guidelines to the government for future implementation.

JS (HE) Suggested to have Information Education Communication (IEC) Kit, E-content

on abatement of ragging. There should be training programmes in the form of

Ieíreher, oricntation courses, training of faculty, student awareness programmes and

sensitization drives in educational institutions. She stressed iur inuIe suppot and

counselling system required for capacity building of the faculty and sensitization of the

students as well. Besides penal provisions may be mentioned specifically for ragging

activities in the IEC literature. The following initiatives/actions may also be taken:

(i) Sharing of best practices by States
(i) Inviting UGC/AICTE and other Regulatory bodies as special invitees whenever
required.
(ii) Data of FIRs registered to review the stalus of severe cases.
(iv) The Regulations/Guidelines. IEC material and best practices of Department of
Higher Education in respect of anti-ragging activities may also be shared with

Department of School Education & Literacy for awareness purposes.
(v) For effective implementation of anti-ragging provisions, Regulatory bodies may be
requested to nonitor the compliance of points as per the checklist meant for HEls.



Submission by theChairman of the committee

Cnairman appreciated the role of UGC has been playing in abatement of Ragging

programme. He stressed

a. Monitoring mechanism needs to be strengthened so that a swift and transparent

redressal mechanism is there.. imely disposal ofpending cases and states having more than 100 cases

should be sensitized about quality disposal of cases.

C. Verification mechanism should be there to understand whether the complaint

has been dealt properly or not.

The Committee desired that the Anti-ragging Monitoring Agency should identity the

institutions which were lagging behind in Anti-ragging and share the same ith

regulatory bodies. The Committee desired that this may be done early. Prof. Kachroo

mentioned that the Agency was frequently sending mails to all concerned on Anti

ragging and also Using social media for Anti-ragging.
